ANALYZED. CITRUS AVENUE AT 210/BASELINE, ALOSTA AVE., FOOTHILL BLVD, AND SIERRA MADRE
SHOULD ALSO BE ANALYZED?

THE U.S. ARMY RESERVE ARMORY IS JUST WEST OF TODD AVE AT SIERRA MADRE AVE. THE EIR SHOULD
ANALYZE ANY IMPACTS TO THIS STATE FACILITY, INCLUDING TRAFFIC, PER CALTRANS REQUIREMENTS.

THE EIR SHOULD CONSIDER HOW THE PROPOSED CITY OF AZUSA $6.854 MILLION TRAFFIC
MANAGEMENT SYSYTEM WILL IMPACT COMPLETE TRAFFIC STUDY FOR THIS PROJECT AND CUMULATIVE
EXISTING AND FUTURE PROJECTS?

THE EIR’S TRAFFIC ANALYSIS SHOULD BE PERFORMED TAKING INTO ACCOUNT ALL EXISTING AND NEW
PROJECTS ALONG TODD AVE. AND RESPECTIVE SOUTH AND NORTH BOUNDARIES, AND INTERMEDIATE
CROSS STREETS. 1). THE PROPOSED FULLY SIGNALIZED INTERSECTION OF TOOD AVE AND 10™ STREET
(LAGUNITAS). 2). THE PROPOSED NEW DRIVEWAY AND ROADWAY TO THE CANYON CITY BUSINESS
CENTER; 3). THE PROPOSED DRIVEWAY TO CGVP; 4). THE EXISTING RAILROAD TRACKS ALONG TODD
AVE. NEAR 10™ STREET

GIVEN ALL THIS FUTURE TRUCK TRAFFIC AND INTERSECTIONS REQUIRING LARGE TURNING RADIUS AND
MUCH SLOWER STOPS AND ACCELERATIONS, IT IS FULLY RECOMMENDED THAT A NEW SIGNAL LIGHT BE
INSTALLED AT THE INTERSECTION OF SIERRA MADRE BLVD. AND TODD AVENUE WHICH COST CAN BE
SPLIT BETWEEN CANYON CITY BUSINESS CENTER AND CGVP.

SIGNAL LIGHTS AT INTERSECTIONS OF TODD AVE./FOOTHILL BLVD, TODD AVE/10™ ST. AND FUTURE
TODD AVE/SIERRA MADRE SHOULD BE SYNCHRONIZED TO ALLOW TIME FOR ENTRY/EXIT OF TRUCKS.

I'M NOT A GOLF EXPERT BUT THE EXISTING 18-HOLE AZUSA GREENS COURSE HAS CONTINUITY
STARTING WITH HOLE 1 NEAR COUNTRY CLUB AREA WITH HOLE 18 ENDING IN THAT SAME VICINITY.
GOLFERS HAVE TO CROSS SIERRA MADRE AVE. FOUR (4) TIMES, HOLE 2 TO 3; HOLE 6 TO 7; HOLE 10 TO
11; AND HOLE 12 TO 13. THAT WILL NOT CHANGE WITH THE PROPOSED CGVP, BUT WHAT WILL
CHANGE IS THE DISTANCE TRAVELED TO GET FROM HOLE 2 TO HOLE 3 AND FROM HOLE 6 TO HOLE 7.
BASICALLY THE ENTIRE CGVP LENGTH HAS TO BE TRAVERSED. WHAT’S THE ROUTE AND DISTANCE TO

THE YARDS ARE REDUCED BY 163 YARDS; FROM 1224 YARDS EXISTING TO 1061 YARDS PROPOSED-
WHAT IMPACT DOES THIS REDUCTION THAT HAVE ON THE COURSE AND/OR GAME?. IN MY OPINION
THE INCREASED SEPARATION BETWEEN HOLES 2-3 AND 6-7 BREAKS THE GOLF COURSE’S EXISTING
CONTINUITY.

Notice of Preparation of a Draft Environmental Impact Report for the
California Grand Village Project

The South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) staff appreciates the opportunity to
comment on the above-mentioned document. SCAQMD staff’s comments are recommendations
regarding the analysis of potential air quality impacts from the proposed project that should be included in
the Draft Environmental Impact Report (EIR). Please send SCAQMD a copy of the Draft EIR upon its
completion. Note that copies of the Draft EIR that are submitted to the State Clearinghouse are not
forwarded to SCAQMD. Please forward a copy of the Draft EIR directly to SCAQMD at the address
shown in the letterhead. In addition, please send with the Draft EIR all appendices or technical
documents related to the air quality, health risk, and greenhouse gas analyses and electronic
versions of all air quality modeling and health risk assessment files. These include emission
calculation spreadsheets and modeling input and output files (not PDF files). Without all files and
supporting documentation, SCAQMD staff will be unable to complete our review of the air quality
analyses in a timely manner. Any delays in providing all supporting documentation will require
additional time for review beyond the end of the comment period.

Air Quality Analysis

SCAQMD adopted its California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Air Quality Handbook in 1993 to
assist other public agencies with the preparation of air quality analyses. SCAQMD recommends that the
lead agency use this Handbook as guidance when preparing its air quality analysis. Copies of the
Handbook are available from SCAQMD’s Subscription Services Department by calling (909) 396-3720.
More guidance developed since this Handbook is also available on SCAQMD’s website at:
http://www.agmd.gov/home/regulations/cega/air-quality-analysis-handbook/ceqga-air-quality-handbook-
(1993). SCAQMD staff also recommends that the lead agency use the CalEEMod land use emissions
software. This software has recently been updated to incorporate up-to-date state and locally approved
emission factors and methodologies for estimating pollutant emissions from typical land use
development. CalEEMod is the only software model maintained by the California Air Pollution Control
Officers Association (CAPCOA) and replaces the now outdated URBEMIS. This model is available free
of charge at: www.caleemod.com.

SCAQMD has also developed both regional and localized significance thresholds. SCAQMD staff
requests that the lead agency quantify criteria pollutant emissions and compare the results to SCAQMD’s
CEQA regional pollutant emissions significance thresholds to determine air quality impacts. SCAQMD’s

1 Pursuant to the CEQA Guidelines Section 15174, the information contained in an EIR shall include summarized technical data,
maps, plot plans, diagrams, and similar relevant information sufficient to permit full assessment of significant environmental
impacts by reviewing agencies and members of the public. Placement of highly technical and specialized analysis and data in the
body of an EIR should be avoided through inclusion of supporting information and analyses as appendices to the main body of
the EIR. Appendices to the EIR may be prepared in volumes separate from the basic EIR document, but shall be readily
available for public examination and shall be submitted to all clearinghouses which assist in public review.

In addition to analyzing regional air quality impacts, SCAQMD staff recommends calculating localized
air quality impacts and comparing the results to localized significance thresholds (LSTs). LSTs can be
used in addition to the recommended regional significance thresholds as a second indication of air quality
impacts when preparing a CEQA document. Therefore, when preparing the air quality analysis for the
proposed project, it is recommended that the lead agency perform a localized analysis by either using the
LSTs developed by SCAQMD staff or performing dispersion modeling as necessary. Guidance for
performing a localized air quality analysis can be found at:
http://www.agmd.gov/home/regulations/ceqga/air-guality-analysis-handbook/localized-significance-
thresholds.

The lead agency should identify any potential adverse air quality impacts that could occur from all phases
of the proposed project and all air pollutant sources related to the proposed project. Air quality impacts
from both construction (including demolition, if any) and operations should be calculated. Construction-
related air quality impacts typically include, but are not limited to, emissions from the use of heavy-duty
equipment from grading, earth-loading/unloading, paving, architectural coatings, off-road mobile sources
(e.g., heavy-duty construction equipment) and on-road mobile sources (e.g., construction worker vehicle
trips, material transport trips). Operation-related air quality impacts may include, but are not limited to,
emissions from stationary sources (e.g., boilers), area sources (e.g., solvents and coatings), and vehicular
trips (e.g., on- and off-road tailpipe emissions and entrained dust). Air quality impacts from indirect
sources, such as sources that generate or attract vehicular trips, should be included in the analysis.

Health Risk Assessment

When specific development is reasonably foreseeable as result of the goals, policies, and guidelines in the
proposed project, the lead agency should identify any potential adverse health risk impacts using its best
efforts to find out and a good-faith effort at full disclosure in the CEQA document. Based on a review of
aerial photographs and information in the NOP, SCAQMD staff found that the proposed project is located
in close proximity to industrial facilities. Therefore, residents at the proposed project? could be exposed
to diesel particulate matter (DPM) and other emissions that are toxic air contaminants and a carcinogens.
For example, diesel particulate matter emitted from diesel powered engines (such as trucks) has been
classified by the state as a toxic air contaminant and a carcinogen.

Since future residences of the proposed project could be exposed to toxic emissions from the nearby
sources of air pollution (e.g., diesel fueled highway vehicles), SCAQMD staff recommends that the lead
agency conduct a health risk assessment (HRA)? to disclose the potential health risks to the residents from
the vehicle emissions coming from vehicles operating on nearby high-volume roadways in the Draft EIR®.

Guidance Regarding Residences Sited Near a High-Volume Freeway or Other Sources of Air Pollution

SCAQMD staff recognizes that there are many factors lead agencies must consider when making local
planning and land use decisions. To facilitate stronger collaboration between lead agencies and the
SCAQMD to reduce community exposure to source-specific and cumulative air pollution impacts, the
SCAQMD adopted the Guidance Document for Addressing Air Quality Issues in General Plans and Local

Mitigation Measures
In the event that the proposed project generates significant adverse air quality impacts, CEQA requires
that all feasible mitigation measures that go beyond what is required by law be utilized during project
construction and operation to minimize these impacts. Pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15126.4
(2)(1)(D), any impacts resulting from mitigation measures must also be discussed. Several resources are
available to assist the lead agency with identifying potential mitigation measures for the proposed project,
including:

In the event that the proposed project generates significant adverse air quality impacts, CEQA requires the
consideration and discussion of alternatives to the project or its location which are capable of avoiding or
substantially lessening any of the significant effects of the project. The discussion of a reasonable range
of potentially feasible alternatives, including a “no project” alternative, is intended to foster informed
decision-making and public participation. Pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15126.6(d), the Draft
EIR shall include sufficient information about each alternative to allow meaningful evaluation, analysis,
and comparison with the proposed project.
